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Abstract 
This presentation addresses the relationship between sustainability and Context Sensitive Solutions (CSS) for streets and highways and discusses how sustainability and CSS can be articulated, advanced, and evaluated using a triple bottom line framework. Sustainability is the key sustainability is the ultimate outcome we seek for all transportation projects, and CSS are the way to get there, and the triple bottom line is a way of balancing and measuring the outcomes. The presentation will give many unique examples of sustainable designs that have been implemented in other states, such as solar panels on noise barriers and using asphalt pavement to heat buildings. An emphasis will be placed on strategies to help ensure CSS is successful, e.g., you must proactively engage stakeholders, have a project-focused interdisciplinary team, and have continuous communication between the stakeholders and the interdisciplinary team.
