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Abstract

This presentation will describe what sustainable transportation is and what steps can be taken to implement it. It is based on a study performed for the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT). The overall goal of this study was to develop sustainable transportation performance measures for TxDOT's strategic goals and objectives and to develop a methodology for TxDOT to implement a more sustainable transportation system. The research identified 10 performance measures through a workshop process that could address TxDOT's five strategic goals - reduce congestion, enhance safety, expand economic opportunity, improve air quality, and increase the value of transportation assets. The methodology was applied to a pilot corridor comprised of a 15-mile section of US-281 in the San Antonio, TX area.
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
