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Abstract

We have entered a new policy era for transportation.  The severe recession, climate change, and energy use are joining key transportation issues such as capacity, congestion, security and funding to make 2009 the most consequential policy year in 25 years.  Steve Van Beek will address current Washington policymaking, gaze in his policy crystal ball to analyze future trends, and discuss the consequences for the transportation industry (and for those who will be joining it).

Stephen D. Van Beek is President and CEO of the Eno Transportation Foundation, a non-profit foundation with the mission of improving transportation policy and the industry’s public and private leadership.  Its policy forums, executive training seminars, and publications are designed to improve transportation mobility, safety, and sustainability.  

Before joining Eno, Dr. Van Beek was Chair of the Federal Practices Group and Director for Jacobs Consultancy, an aviation management consulting firm.  He advised over a dozen airports on federal grants and regulatory policy, airport finance, the state of the aviation industry, and management.    Steve also served as Executive Vice President, Policy, with Airports Council International-North America (ACI-NA) where he managed aviation and airport policy development on behalf of airports in the United States and Canada.   Areas of focus included airport finance, capacity and congestion, security, and liberalization of aviation services.    

Prior to joining ACI-NA, Dr. Van Beek was nominated by President Bill Clinton and confirmed by the U.S. Senate to serve as the Department of Transportation’s Associate Deputy Secretary and Director of its Office of Intermodalism.   He was responsible for promoting and coordinating the development of intermodal passenger and freight transportation systems; improving connections among transportation modes; and enhancing services for passengers and shippers.    While at the Department of Transportation, Dr. Van Beek also served as the Deputy Administrator of the Research and Special Programs Administration.  Working with the Administrator, he was responsible for the regulation of interstate oil and gas pipelines and the movement of hazardous materials, university research, emergency transportation and response, and the Volpe Center in Cambridge, Massachusetts.     

Before his Washington service, Dr. Van Beek was a professor of political science at San Jose State University (SJSU) and a research associate at SJSU’s  Mineta Transportation Institute.  He also was a legislative assistant to U.S.  Representative Tony Coelho of California.   He earned his M.A. and Ph.D. in Government from the University of Virginia and his B.A. from the University of California, Santa Barbara. 
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
